	· Establishing statewide groups to provide technical oversight and policy direction on using the measures to track performance
· Developing reports for policymakers, providers, and consumers to use to compare their performance to national benchmarks
· Identifying variation across practices, regions, or plans; monitoring changes in performance over time
· Supporting pay-for-reporting programs to encourage the use of electronic health record (EHR) data to measure quality

	Transforming service delivery to promote quality of health care for children
	· Supporting provider learning collaboratives that are focused on improving the quality of children’s health care, including implementing the patient-centered medical home (PCMH) model
· Providing intensive one-on-one support to practices (such as technical assistance or practice facilitation) to help primary care practices:
develop quality improvement (QI) teams, 
identify QI activities, 
collect and analyze data (including from EHRs) to track progress, and/or 
improve care coordination   (e.g., through redesigned workflow or an alternative workforce)
