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Public and Private Sector Measure Alignment

Multi-stakeholder efforts in the past year have produced
remarkable achievements in measure alignment:

« The Buying Value initiative brought together a group of 19 private health
care purchasers and purchasers’ representatives, leveraging the work of
Federal agencies and the Measures Application Partnership, to come to a
consensus on common performance measures for value-based
purchasing.

 The HHS Measurement Policy Council guided 11 HHS operating divisions
in agreeing on a core set of measures for six measure domains.

« CMS achieved unprecedented alignment across its data-reporting
programs, leading to tangible reductions in burden on providers, while still
fostering accountability for quality outcomes.
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Private Sector Successes

« Kaiser Permanente implemented a shared decision-making pilot
in three of its medical centers in Southern California and observed a
50 percent reduction in the number of elective hip replacement
surgeries over the 9-month program.

« CareFirst BlueCross BlueShield established a patient-centered
medical home that reduced costs by $98 million, while improving
the quality of care, for the program in 2012, with cost savings
coming mostly from reduced hospital admissions, lower emergency
room utilization, and lower spending on drugs.
